The
applicant is requesting a conditional use under this application pursuant to section 401.B.1 of the
Subdivision and Land Development Ordinance. The purpose of this application isto alow a
Minor Subdivision to be processed under Article 1V instead of Article X111 Open Space Design.
Exhibits were presented by Township attorney Tom Oeste. The attorney Tim Nauer representing
the Bove’s and McMullen’s presented an introductory statement to the Board of Supervisors
giving a history of the ownership and dwelling build outs of the parcels.
Thereis 1 dwelling on the McMullen lot and 2 dwellings on the Bove lot. On the Bove property
they would like to create another lot so each dwelling sits on its own lot. The Bove’s intend to
show a hardship and request a conditional use. Ken Crossan/Crossan Raimato prepared the
Conditional Use plan dated 1/7/11 which was presented to the Board of Supervisors. Ken
Crossan reviewed with the Board of Supervisors all the variances that will be needed for each of
the lots being created. Variances for each of the lots was discussed.
