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Board of Supervisors Windsor Landscaping Bid Meeting 
Glenn Frederick, Chairman of the Board of Supervisors opened the Board of 
Supervisors meeting at 9:30am. In attendance were Supervisors Aileen Parrish and 
David Owens, Secretary Carolyn Matalon and Treasurer Nette Stejskal 
 
The Board of Supervisors discussed the 10/12/15 conditionally awarded bid to Shearon 
Environmental from which a certified check was not received. The conditional approval 
required a certified check be delivered to the office and it was not. Ellen Tracy feels the 
bid amount from All Seasons Landscaping is a fair bid. If the Township waits until spring 
the prices may go up and you will have to rebid the project. Nette Stejskal believes there 
are a few advantages to possible spring bidding which are; the time to prep the site and 
a possible lower price. Nette Stejskal talked with Joe Ferguson about prepping the 
Windsor site for planting. He has no difficulty with the basin areas but there will be 
difficulty with the property boundary areas. The Township may have to call professionals 
in to clear that area because of the size of the invasives. Aileen Parrish suggested it is 
getting late for rebidding for fall. David Owens suggested that we go with the bid from All 
Seasons Landscaping. Glenn Frederick agreed because getting the invasives out needs 
to happen now or wait until the ground thaws in the spring. He suggests we get out them 
out now. Marking the Windsor property lines was discussed. Boundaries markers will be 
placed marking the Township boundaries. David Owens made a motion to accept the bid 
from All Seasons Landscaping in the amount of $27,875 and it is conditioned upon the 
contractor adhering to the addenda.  Aileen Parrish seconded and the motion carried 
unanimously.
